in South Africa an event which seems to me when I look back over my map of life to be a fountain of ill. Lord Salisbury
had been returned the summer before with a Conservative majority of 150. He looked forward to a reign limited
only by the Septennial Act. He set before himself as his main task the wiping out of Mr. Gladstone’s disgrace in the
Soudan when General Gordon was murdered, and of his surrender in South Africa after our defeat at Majuba Hill. He
proceeded upon both these courses with slow, sure steps and with the utmost cautiousness. He carefully fostered peace
in Europe, and kept everything as quiet as possible at home. When Russian expansion in the Far East threatened the
interests of Britain and the life of Japan, he was not above beating a retreat. He allowed the British China Fleet to
be ordered out of Port Arthur by the Russians. He put up with the mockery which the Liberal Opposition of those
days somewhat incongruously directed upon his pusillanimity. When the Olney Note about Venezuela virtually an
ultimatum arrived from the United States, he sent the soft answer which turned away wrath. He confined his purposes
to the British Empire. He kept the board clear for the Soudan and the Transvaal.» [1].
