FRACTAL RECURSION IN BIOGRAPHICAL NARRATIVE: A LINGUOSYNERGETIC PERSPECTIVE

The article reviews the properties of fractal recursion in the fractal network of biographical narrative within the frame-
work of synergetics.

Ackroyd «Chattertony. It is proved that recurrent syntactic structures account for the fractal recursion of fractal fragments.
The fractal parameters of the narrative based on the symmetry of similarity constitute the synergetic essence of the text.
