CONCEPTUALIZATION OF THE OPPOSITION YOUNG — OLD IN THE PUBLICISTIC TEXTS (BASED ON
THE CORPUS OF THE UKRAINIAN LANGUAGE)

The article describes the binary opposition YOUNG — OLD and investigates its conceptualization in the Ukrainian language
and culture. The analysis has been based on the data, collected from the corpus of the Ukrainian language, namely from its part
containing the publicistic texts. The semantic traits that characterize the members of the opposition YOUNG — OLD in the select-
ed contexts were explicated. The meanings of the words young and old revealed from the analyzed texts were compared to those
from the lexicographical definitions. Most of the revealed characteristics of YOUNG and OLD are typical for these concepts and
therefore can been found in the dictionaries. These are semantic traits like beauty, strength, inexperience, verdancy, and short
period of the existence for the YOUNG, on the one hand, and weakness, infirmity, solitude, wisdom, experience, and long period
of the existence for the OLD, on the other hand. But some features that were found in the analyzed contexts, such as mental ca-
pacity, elegance, passion, energy, ambition, dynamism for the YOUNG, and good, reliable (about friend, mate) etc. for the OLD
were not given in the lexicographical definitions. The members of the opposition YOUNG — OLD are contrasted to each other
with regard to the features like experience / inexperience, power / infirmity, health / sickliness, short / long period of existence etc.

RESPONSIVE SENTENCES IN THE MODERN ENGLISH LITERATURE.

The article deals with the responsive sentences — verbal reactions to the any types of statements. Particular attention is
drawn to the metalinguistic interpretation of the notions «responsive» and «responsive sentence.» Responsive sentence is con-
sidered as a specific type of sentence according to its communicative task. These speech units have a wide range of differential
features, based on the lexical content, functional loading and communicative orientation of the corresponding constructions.
To sum up, the responsive sentences are influenced with the extralinguistic factors as well as with linguistic ones during all
stages of communication: establishing contact or introducing an issue for a discussing, continuation of the conversation and
its logical development, concluding of the communication, presenting of final arguments, drawing to the conclusion. In the
modern English literature are used different types of the responsive sentences with their lexical, semantic, structural and
functional characteristics, and they are influencing the creation of dialogues’ stylistic and functional in the artistic literature.
