ITERATIVITY AS A TYPE OF PREDICATE PLURALITY (IN THE BOOKS OF HOMER’S «ILIAD»)

In this research the structural analysis of the iterativity’s category as one of the part of functional-semantic field of predi-
cate plurality is realized. The main components of predicate plurality are: iterativity, distributivity and multiplicativity. The
article shows some ways of expressing iterative semantic at the different linguistic levels: lexical, grammatical, syntactical,
also, there is analyzed the frequency of using these ways. The most extended are adverbial modifiers of cyclicity, interval,
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usitativity which are representatives of the lexical level. On the grammatical level, there are some time-forms of the verbs,
especially, in the past and suffix. The subordinate clauses of time and condition and constructions with infinitive express the
iterative meaning on the syntactical level. In this article are investigated the peculiarities of expressing of the iterative mean-
ing in Ancient Greek.

PECULIARITIES OF THE PHRASEOLOGICAL REPRESENTATION OF THE CONCEPT PUBLIC RELATIONS
IN THE ENGLISH LANGUAGE

The article focuses on studying the peculiarities of the phraseological representation of the concept PUBLIC RELATIONS
in the English language (American and British variants) with an emphasis on revealing universal and nationally specific char-
acteristics of the concept under consideration in American and British linguocultures. The status of the concept PUBLIC
RELATIONS in the linguocultures of Great Britain and the USA has been substantiated through explicating the degree of its
actuality in the corresponding national axiological pictures of the world, the theoretical basis being that cultures of different
nations — the American and the British ones, in our case — in the context of their close interaction can have a common overlap-
ping linguocognitive space. Thus, in the structure of the concept PUBLIC RELATIONS which apeared in both the American and
the British linguocultures almost synchronically we have found out the supranational, the universal since the phenomenon of
PR activities proves to be international, cognized by linguocultures empirically. In this connection, the novelty of the research
is explicated in the fact that within its framework quite a peculiar fragment of reality — PR activities — is regarded in the format
of a concept, whose ways of phraseological objectivization have been systematized, taking into account their correlations with
various components of its structure and revealing nationally specific segments at all its levels except the universal one.
