COOPERATION BETWEEN UKRAINE AND THE BALTIC STATES
IN THE FIELD OF STRATEGIC COMMUNICATIONS
AND INFORMATION SECURITY

The article examines the evolution of Ukraine’s cooperation with the
Baltic states in the field of strategic communications and information security
from the moment of independence to the present. The contractual and legal
foundations of interaction in the 1990s-2000s are analyzed, as well as the
qualitative breakthrough in partnership after 2014. It is found that since
2024, information resilience and cybersecurity have become priority areas
of bilateral security agreements.

EVOLUTION OF VIEWS ON THE PLACE AND ROLE
OF THE EUROPEAN UNION IN THE WORLD

The article examines the evolution of views on the role of the European
Union in the world in terms of defining its identity through the prism of the
concepts of civilian and normative power, as well as the growing potential
of military power and the influence of the geopolitical factor. In turn, we
argue that while learning a pragmatic approach and mastering the use of
military power, the EU remains, in its primary identity, a normative actor.
Though increasingly pragmatic and somewhat reinterpreted, it continues
to be «<normative power», since the awareness of the need to strengthen its
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military capabilities and manage geopolitical interests is subordinated to its
fundamental values and ideational foundation.

NATO VS EU: A GEOPOLITICAL RIFT

After World War 1I, NATO emerged as a key instrument for the
institutional consolidation of U.S. control over European policy, providing
collective defense for member states while simultaneously maintaining a
military resource to advance Washington’s interests. At the same time, the
European Union developed its own model of integration, oriented toward
the economic unification of the most developed industrial countries.
However, the economic stability of the EU largely depends on the supply
of inexpensive energy resources from Russia. The combination of these
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two strategic vectors has created a complex geopolitical rift, within which
conflicts of interest, resource dependency, and competition between strategic
development models manifest. Ukraine serves as a strategic node in this
geopolitical confrontation, simultaneously subordinating itself to NATO
standards and determining the transit capacities of energy resources for the
EU. Understanding these mechanisms is essential for developing an effective
national security strategy and a policy of autonomy.

EXPERIENCE OF THE VISEGRAD GROUP STATES
IN BUILDING CIVIL SOCIETY

The purpose of the study is to analyze the experience of the Visegrad
Group countries in building civil society in order to identify those aspects that
could help the development of civil society in Ukraine. Based on the analysis
of the Visegrad Group experience in the context of civil society development,
it can be argued that none of the cases can be fully applied to Ukraine. The
experiences of Slovakia and the Czech Republic can be useful in the context
of developing analogues of advisory bodies that would facilitate cooperation
between civil society, the state government, and the private sector.

LANGUAGE, IDENTITY AND MULTILINGUALISM
AS INSTRUMENTS OF SOFT POWER

The article examines the interrelationship between language, national
identity, and multilingualism within the context of a state’s soft power
formation. It emphasizes that language functions not only as a means of
communication but also as a strategic resource of cultural policy and an
instrument of international influence. Language is viewed as a carrier of
historical memory, a symbol of statehood, and a factor of humanitarian
security. The study analyses how multilingualism in a globalised world
promotes intercultural dialogue, diplomatic interaction, and the
enhancement of a country’s image. Examples of linguistic strategies as tools
of soft power are discussed - from the global dissemination of English and
French to the development of the Ukrainian linguistic space as a component
of public diplomacy. Particular attention is paid to the Ukrainian experience,
demonstrating how the affirmation of the Ukrainian language since 2014
has become an integral part of national resilience and a response to hybrid
threats. At the same time, support for multilingualism is interpreted as an
expression of democratic values and European identity. The article concludes
that the synthesis of linguistic identity with openness to multilingualism
generates a powerful potential of soft power, strengthens a nation’s
international authority, and ensures its informational and cultural security
amid the global competition of narratives.

The influence of military aggression, economic instability, and
information wars on the transformation of citizens’ political orientations is
emphasized. The necessity of managing political sentiments is substantiated
as a key direction of state policy aimed at strengthening public trust in
institutions of power and ensuring the legitimacy of governance decisions.
It is noted that effective management of political sentiments requires the
development of strategic communications, government transparency, and
active citizen engagement in decision-making. The study concludes that
trust, social cohesion, and the quality of political leadership constitute the
foundation of societal stability in times of crisis.

RUSSIA’S INFORMATION WARFARE IN UKRAINE
DURING A FULL-SCALE WAR: MANIFESTATIONS
AND EXPERIENCE OF COUNTERACTION

This article attempts to examine the most common tools used by russia in
its information war against Ukraine during the full-scale invasion. It analyzes
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such tools of information warfare as narrative, disinformation, PSYOPS, and
fakes. It indicates the purposes for which the russian federation uses them.
The main features, results, and success of each of these tools are identified.
The manifestations of information and psychological operations actively used
by the aggressor country are analyzed. It is shown that russian propaganda
is trying to gain an advantage in cyberspace through cyberattacks, hacking
campaigns, bots, phishing, and deep fakes. It is proven that russia uses a wide
range of tools, often resorting to their combination, to impose narratives
not only on the territory of Ukraine, but also on its population and partner
countries. It has been established that russian propaganda is quite active in
the Ukrainian information space.

Keywords: Ukraine, russian federation, information warfare,
propaganda, IPSO, narratives, cyberspace, cyber attacks, information space.

The russian federation is waging a long-running information war
in Ukraine. This information war has its own peculiarities. First,
russian propaganda has an external and internal component, as it
is necessary not only to form and disseminate certain narratives or
fakes for an external audience (and russia presents information with
different accents for the Ukrainian audience and the international
community). At the same time, the kremlin is trying to satisfy the
information hunger of its multi-million country and explain the
course of events and their cause-and-effect relationships to the
domestic audience in the usual way for the propaganda machine.
The second feature of russia’s information war in Ukraine is that
the kremlin, among other things, actively uses historical, cultural,
linguistic and religious concepts.

Since the beginning of russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine, the
russian propaganda machine continues to actively use various tools
of information warfare. With its help, the kremlin is trying to justify
the invasion of a sovereign state, discredit it in the international
arena, and manipulate the minds of both its citizens and the
international community. According to the DFRLab, russia has
been actively using information operations against Ukraine since at
least 2014, and in the run-up to the 2022 invasion, the kremlin has
intensified disinformation campaigns to justify aggression and mask
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its military intentions!. After the outbreak of a full-scale war, russia’s
information strategy shifted to undermining Ukraine’s resilience and
splitting support from its allies?.

russia’s information operations against Ukraine did not remain
static - their emphasis changed depending on the course of hostilities
and the international community’s reaction. At the beginning of 2022,
the main tasks of russian propaganda were to justify aggression
abroad and create an image of a weak, incapable Ukraine at home.
However, as the hostilities continued and its own losses increased,
the kremlin’s narratives transformed.

At the end of 2022, russian propaganda shifted its focus to
concealing the scale of defeats and losses, while simultaneously
trying to «work» for the European audience. At the same time,
Russian disinformation continued to blame Ukrainians, spreading
fakes that the Ukrainian leadership was «corrupt and incompetent»,
the Ukrainian army was shelling civilians, and Western aid was being
«stolen»®.

The kremlin-controlled media (primarily russia Today, Channel
One, and Sputnik) played a leading role, broadcasting propaganda
messages to the russian audience and the international arena until
they were blocked. After official russian broadcasters were banned
in many countries, moscow shifted to alternative channels - social
media, anonymous Telegram channels, networks of bots and trolls,
as well as loyal Western bloggers and politicians who relay pro-
russian messages, including on YouTube through duplicate accounts,
collecting millions of views*. Thus, russia has effectively created a

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parallel information ecosystem capable of circumventing official
bans.

Among the many tools of information warfare are narratives,
deepfakes, disinformation, fake news, IPSO, etc. russia is intensifying
various information campaigns, expanding their range, and working
with different target audiences, which gives this information war a
dynamic.

In particular, in its information warfare, russia uses narratives
such as denying the existence of Ukraine as an independent state
(putin’s speech on February 21, 2022°), about the commonality of
history, traditions, culture, and discrimination against the russian-
speaking population. russia has been actively spreading narratives
about Nazis in power in Ukraine, and thus justifying its aggression by
the need for denazification®, as well as the threat of NATO expanding
to the East.

russian narratives also combine anti-Western sentiments,
exaggerated events on the battlefield, discrimination against the
Ukrainian political and military elite, humiliation of the Armed
Forces, and calls for the protection of russians and russian-speaking
minorities living in Ukraine, whose territory russia considers its own
historically, etc.

Putin manipulated the opinions of ordinary people based on
fictional or distorted historical facts, called the events in Ukraine a
civil war and emphasized that «Ukrainians still feel russian»’. Along
with the narratives about the ineptitude of the Ukrainian state,
russians actively spread the narrative of a strong russia, its potential,

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its «real» leaders and heroes, the military power and achievements
of its army and military-industrial complex.

Inthe military sphere, russia’s disinformation is aimed at deterring
the supply of weapons to Ukraine and at dividing the country over
security issues. The propaganda intimidated the international
community with an escalation - up to a direct clash between NATO
and russia - in case of an increase in military assistance to Ukraine®.

In the diplomatic sphere, russia’s information warfare is aimed
at undermining the unity of the coalition in support of Ukraine at
all levels - from government decisions to public opinion. For this
purpose, the kremlin used long-established propaganda techniques
adapted to different audiences. russian agents and media are active
in Western countries, trying to influence political circles. russia
uses networks of its supporters in international organizations.
In the UN and other forums, russian diplomacy has been relaying
disinformation theses about «biolabs» and «nuclear provocations».

russian propaganda forced the topic of the global food crisis after
the blocking of Ukrainian grain exports, putting the blame on the
Ukrainian side. The goal was to weaken international support for
sanctions and convince individual governments that concessions to
moscow were necessary to stabilize markets.

In the economic dimension, russian disinformation was aimed at
undermining the sanctions regime and financial support for Ukraine.
By appealing to the painful topics of inflation or deficit, russian
propaganda tries to create dissatisfaction among foreign citizens
with sanctions and the costs of helping Ukraine®.

In the humanitarian sphere, Ukrainian refugees and international
humanitarian support for Ukraine have been targeted by russian
disinformation. russian propagandists deliberately stirred up
xenophobic sentiments to irritate the local population and cause
hostility toward Ukrainians fleeing the war. An example is fakes about

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the crimes of Ukrainian refugees who enjoy undeserved privileges in
Europe?.

russia also uses disinformation in its information war against
Ukraine. The use of disinformation can be clearly seen in the case of
the explosion of the Kakhovka hydroelectric power plant on June 6,
2023, in the Kherson region!'. However, it was this disinformation
campaign that confirmed the true purpose of the invasion - the
destruction of Ukrainian territory and civilians.

Another tool actively used by russia in its information warfare
is the information-psychological special operation (hereinafter
referred to as [PSO). The purpose of the IPSO was to make Ukrainians
believe that resistance was hopeless. However, the attempts largely
failed - Ukrainian society demonstrated a high level of cohesion, and
government agencies and volunteer initiatives effectively exposed
fakes'?. With the help of IPSO, russian propaganda tried to gain an
advantage in cyberspace through cyberattacks, hacker actions, bots,
phishing, and deepfakes. Examples of the use of such tools include
cyberattacks on the websites of Ukrainian government agencies,
the creation of phishing links, the use of bots that left provocative
messages, and trolls on social media. Using deepfake technology,
russians created fake videos in which, for example, politicians made
important statements.

russia often uses fake news. A striking example of the use of
fake news is a series of reports about changes in the top military
leadership in Ukraine. russian propagandists explained Zaluzhny’s
dismissal by his inability to effectively perform the functions of

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commander-in-chief of the Armed Forces in wartime and the failure
of the counteroffensive, and fueled all this with claims about rivalry
between Zelensky and Zaluzhny.

russia uses all these tools in full, systematically and in compliance
with a certain algorithm in its country. For the «<domestic consumer»,
russia presented information about the success of their AF, about
the invincibility of the russian army, and exaggerated the number of
casualties and losses in military equipment in the ranks of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine.

In the context of a full-scale war, the Ukrainian government and
society united in countering russia’s information and psychological
warfare. Ukrainian society has returned to its historical memory,
changed its vision of the role of language, church, foreign policy, etc.
This is reflected in a number of laws restricting the Russian language
and content in the language of the aggressor, active transition from the
UOC to the OCU, and changes in place names (city names, streets, etc.).
During the war, it became clear that the information front is no less
important than the military front, so all ministries and departments of
the state, the National Security and Defense Council, cultural, scientific,
and sports figures, representatives of show business, and civil society
have been actively working to strengthen the information security of
our country and counter Russian disinformation.

Thus, russian information warfare is a multilevel phenomenon
that encompasses individual, national, and international aspects.
[ts goal is to justify the war, discredit Ukraine, and undermine
international support. However, active counteraction demonstrates
that russia’s disinformation campaigns face effective resistance at
the individual, national, and international levels as well.

THE ROLE OF SPIRITUAL AND MORAL VALUES IN THE
PSYCHOLOGICAL RESILIENCE OF UKRAINIAN DEFENDERS
IN THE CONTEXT OF THE RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN WAR

The abstract examines the relationship between spiritual and moral
values and the psychological resilience of Ukrainian military personnel in the
context of full-scale war with the russian federation. It analyses how faith,
moral resilience, a sense of mission, and military and national ideals influence
the ability of defenders to cope with stress, overcome traumatic events,
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and maintain combat readiness. Theoretical approaches to psychological
resilience are presented, the peculiarities of the Ukrainian context are
outlined, and practical recommendations for strengthening the spiritual and
moral resources of military personnel are emphasised.

CYBERSECURITY AS A KEY ELEMENT OF INTERNATIONAL
STABILITY IN THE ERA OF DIGITAL TRANSFORMATIONS

Thearticleexaminesthe phenomenon of cybersecurity as a crucial factor in
ensuring international stability amid global digital transformation. It argues
that cyberspace has become the fifth domain of warfare, while cyberattacks
have evolved into instruments of hybrid warfare, political pressure, and
economic coercion. The conceptual foundations of cybersecurity are
analyzed, emphasizing its role in maintaining state sovereignty, protecting
information systems, and strengthening international trust.

Special attention is given to the international dimension of cybersecurity,
including the activities of NATO, the European Union, the United Nations, and
leading states in developing collective defense and resilience mechanisms.
The Ukrainian case is presented as an example of a nation forming a model
of digital resilience under conditions of hybrid aggression by the Russian
Federation. This model is based on institutional development, international
cooperation, and professional training in the field of information protection.

The study concludes that cybersecurity is not only a technical category
but also a political and humanitarian one, as it safeguards democratic
governance and citizens’ rights. Effective cybersecurity requires global
coordination, shared responsibility, and the establishment of international
legal norms regulating state behavior in cyberspace.

INFORMATION RESILIENCE UNDER WAR:
EUROPEAN MODELS OF COUNTERING DISINFORMATION

AND THEIR ADAPTATION IN UKRAINE

The theoretical and applied principles of improving the system of
countering hostile information and psychological operations in Ukraine
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in wartime are highlighted. Based on a comparative analysis of the EU
experience, the key elements of an effective model of «psychological defense»
are revealed, in particular institutional coordination, early warning systems,
co-regulation with digital platforms, the development of fact-checking
and media literacy. The potential for adapting European practices, in
particular Swedish, Czech, Lithuanian and Finnish, to the Ukrainian context
is determined. The need to create a single operational contour of state
communications for Ukraine is substantiated. A roadmap for implementing
reforms is proposed and the importance of balancing security interests with
freedom of speech as the foundation of democratic governance is emphasized.

THE MECHANISM OF PUBLIC HEARINGS
AS A FORM OF CIVIL SOCIETY PARTICIPATION:
CURRENT ISSUES IN IMPLEMENTATION

The abstract examines the mechanism of public hearings as an instrument
of participatory democracy and a form of direct citizen participation in public
administration. It analyses the legal basis for their functioning in Ukraine
in the context of changes to legislation on popular sovereignty at the local
self-government level, as well as the practical experience of communities
in applying this instrument. The advantages of local regulation of public
hearing procedures are identified and the problems of their implementation
are revealed. The need for digitalisation, professional moderation and the
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introduction of national standards to increase the effectiveness of public
participation is justified.

PROFESSIONAL MOBILITY OF IT SPECIALISTS

INFORMATIONAL DIMENSION OF RUSSIA’S WAR AGAINST
UKRAINE: ACTORS, TOOLS, AND COUNTERMECHANISMS

The paper examines the informational dimension of Russia’s war against
Ukraine as a structural element of hybrid aggression. It identifies the key
actors of the Russian information offensive, including state institutions,
intelligence agencies, propaganda media, hacker groups, bot networks, and
Kremlin-controlled IT companies. The study highlights the main targets of
information influence - Ukrainian society, the Armed Forces, the international
community, the economic infrastructure, and the Russian population, which
is subjected to systemic ideological manipulation.

Fourmain levels of Russia’s information warfare are outlined: the internal,
external, cyber, and psychological domains, which operate within a unified
strategy aimed at destabilizing and demoralizing Ukraine. The analysis
emphasizes the methods and instruments of information aggression - fake
news, disinformation, manipulative narratives, fabricated content, deepfake
technologies, and cyberattacks - designed to construct an alternative reality
favorable to the aggressor.

Special attention is paid to Ukraine’s comprehensive model of
informational resistance, which includes the development of strategic
communications, strengthening media literacy, fostering critical thinking,
and enhancing cooperation with the EU and NATO structures in countering
disinformation.

The study concludes that effective resistance to information threats
is possible only through the synergy of state institutions, civil society,
and international partners, as well as by strengthening trust between
government, media, and citizens. Such an approach ensures national
information resilience and contributes to the protection of democratic values
in the global communication space.

INFORMATION WARFARE AS A COMPONENT OF HYBRID
CONFLICTS IN CONTEMPORARY INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

The article examines the phenomenon of information warfare as an
integral component of hybrid conflicts in contemporary international
relations. It analyzes theoretical approaches to defining the essence of
information warfare and characterizes its main forms - command-and-
control, intelligence, psychological, hacker, economic, electronic, and
cyber warfare - according to Martin Libicki’s classification. The study
determines that information warfare has a systemic nature and is aimed
at undermining the legitimacy of political authority, destabilizing social
structures, manipulating public opinion, and creating an information reality
favorable to the aggressor. It is demonstrated that the monopolization of
the global information space and the asymmetry in access to technologies
contribute to the formation of information imperialism, which threatens
the sovereignty of states. Particular attention is paid to the example of
Russian aggression against Ukraine, which demonstrates the complexity
and destructive potential of modern information operations. The article
concludes that countering information warfare requires the development of
strategic communications, strengthening of media education, enhancement
of digital resilience, and establishment of international legal frameworks for
information security.

HISTORICAL EXPERIENCE AND LEGAL REGULATION
OF THE PROTECTION OF CULTURAL HERITAGE DURING
ARMED CONFLICTS: ANALYSIS OF INTERNATIONAL
CONVENTIONS, EU POLICY, AND UKRAINIAN EXPERIENCE

The article examines the historical experience of the destruction of
cultural heritage during armed conflicts and analyzes the main international

legal instruments for its protection. Special attention is given to the 1954
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Hague Convention, the 1999 Second Protocol, the 1970 and 1972 UNESCO
Conventions, as well as to the European Union’s cultural heritage protection
policy. The study identifies current trends in international cooperation
aimed at combating the illicit trafficking of cultural property and restoring
damaged heritage sites. The Ukrainian experience in safeguarding cultural
heritage amid Russian aggression is analyzed, including governmental and
international initiatives.

EMOTIONAL AND VOLITIONAL SELF-REGULATION OF MEDICAL
PROFESSIONALS AS A RESOURCE FOR PSYCHOLOGICAL
RESILIENCE IN THE CONTEXT OF HYBRID WARFARE

The abstract discusses the role of emotional and volitional self-regulation
as a resource for psychological resilience among medical workers in
conditions of hybrid warfare. It emphasises that extreme psycho-emotional
stress, constant threat and lack of rest necessitate internal adaptation
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mechanisms. Emotional and volitional self-regulation, as the ability to
recognise and control emotions, direct will and motivation, is a factor in
reducing anxiety, burnout and secondary traumatisation. Contemporary
studies confirming its connection with the resilience and mental well-being
of medical professionals are summarised. The conclusion is made about
the need to develop self-regulation skills in the system of training and
psychological support for medical workers.

PSYCHOLOGICAL ASPECTS OF MUSIC THERAPY
IN OVERCOMING THE CONSEQUENCES
OF MATERNAL DEPRIVATION

Maternal deprivation as a disruption of emotional contact within
the mother-child dyad leads to profound deficits in the development of
attachment, emotional regulation, and social adaptation. In the context
of the war in Ukraine, this phenomenon has reached a critical scale:
according to UNICEE more than 70% of parents report being unable to
meet their children’s emotional needs due to their own traumatization.
Forced displacement, loss, constant threat, and psychological exhaustion of
mothers undermine their emotional availability, creating preconditions for
widespread secondary deprivation.

This theoretical study aims to analyze music therapy as a method
of restoring the disrupted mother-child bond under conditions of war-
related trauma. The mechanisms of music therapy’s impact are examined
through preverbal communication, affective synchronization, and rhythmic
regulation of emotional states within the framework of psychodynamic
attachment theories. The potential of musical interventions is substantiated
as a means of creating a safe therapeutic space for reconstructing early
interactions and preventing long-term consequences of deprivation in war-
affected families.

IN THE RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN WAR

The article examines the transformation of the Slovak Republic’s support
for Ukraine in the context of the russian-Ukrainian war. Changes in political,
economic and humanitarian assistance, as well as the adaptation of Slovak
institutions to new challenges, are analyzed. Particular attention is paid to
cooperation in the field of security, the supply of military equipment and
humanitarian resources. The prospects for further integration of Ukrainian
needs into the foreign policy of Slovakia are highlighted.

The report highlights the potential of music therapy, particularly the
DrumPower method, as a tool for preventing violence and maintaining
psycho-emotional stability during wartime.

SANOGENIC AND PATHOGENIC STRATEGIES FOR CONFLICT
RESOLUTION IN UKRAINIAN AND CZECH FOLK TALES
THROUGH THE PRISM OF A METACOGNITIVE APPROACH

The study is devoted to examining the role of folk tales («Horshchyk
kashi» / «Hrnecku, varl!»)) in shaping adaptive and health-preserving
behavior, developing metacognitive resources, and instilling important life
skills. It has been established that through identification with the characters
and analysis of model situations in the folk tale under study, it is possible to
learn to change pathogenic strategies for resolving adaptive conflicts into
sanogenic ones, and to develop metacognitive resources, in particular, self-
regulation skills.

FAMILY AS A RESOURCE FOR EMOTIONAL SUPPORT
OF CHILDREN IN THE LEARNING PROCESS DURING WAR
IN THE CONTEXT OF CIVIL SOCIETY DEVELOPMENT
IN UKRAINE

The paper examines the role of the family as a foundational resource
for emotional support of school-age children under martial law in Ukraine.
The mechanisms of forming psychological resilience in children through
family interaction, the peculiarities of maintaining learning motivation in
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conditions of chronic stress, and the significance of the family environment
for developing civic competence in the younger generation are analyzed.
Practical aspects of emotional support that enable children to maintain
their learning capacity even in critical circumstances are examined. The
relationship between the strength of family bonds and the formation of an
active civic position in children during wartime is substantiated.

POST-TRAUMATIC GROWTH AS A FACTOR IN THE FORMATION
OF A NEW VALUE SYSTEM IN UKRAINIAN SOCIETY
IN THE CONTEXT OF HYBRID WARFARE

The article investigates the phenomenon of collective Post-Traumatic
Growth (PTG) as a catalyst for the value system transformation in Ukrainian
society under hybrid warfare conditions. It is emphasized that the existential
threat caused a rapid, collective shift toward survival values (freedom,
security, dignity) and an intense strengthening of national identity. The study
establishes that PTG cements a new axiological triad: Patriotism, Solidarity,
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and Spirituality. It is confirmed that this core functions as a mechanism of
societal resilience, effectively counteracting hybrid threats.

THE PROHIBITION OF RELIGIOUS ORGANIZATIONS’
ACTIVITIES IN THE CONTEXT OF THE EUROPEAN COURT
OF HUMAN RIGHTS JURISPRUDENCE

The report examines the prohibition of religious organizations’
activities through the lens of the European Court of Human Rights (ECtHR)
jurisprudence. It analyzes the distinction between the internal (forum
internum) and external (forum externum) dimensions of freedom of
religion, the criteria for permissible state interference, and the principle of
proportionality. The application of the Refah Partisi doctrine is explored
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in the context of Ukrainian legislative initiatives targeting religious
organizations affiliated with the russian Orthodox Church. It is argued that
prohibition is lawful only when systemic threats to democracy are proven, in
full compliance with the principles of the rule of law and religious pluralism.

INFORMATIONAL AND PSYCHOLOGICAL THREATS
AS AFACTOR IN THE DETERIORATION
OF THE MENTAL HEALTH OF PREGNANT WOMEN
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The report examines informational and psychological threats as one of the
leading factors in the deterioration of the mental health of pregnant women
in the conditions of today’s Ukrainian society, in particular during the armed
conflict. The problem of the impact of disinformation, emotionally disturbing
content, excessive consumption of media and social networks on the psycho-
emotional state of expectant mothers is highlighted. The main mechanisms
of the formation of informational anxiety, fear and a sense of danger are
investigated, which provoke disruption of adaptation processes and can
cause the development of depressive and anxiety disorders, complicated
pregnancy and childbirth.

The work emphasizes the importance of psychological education of
pregnant women, the development of critical thinking, the formation of
information security skills and emotional self-regulation. The emphasis is on
the need for preventive work with pregnant women by psychologists, medical
workers and social specialists to minimize the impact of information and
psychological threats on the mental health of expectant mother.

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ABOUT JEAN MONNET

Jean Monnet, (born Nov. 9, 1888,
Cognac, France - died March 16,
1979, Houjarray), French political
economist and diplomat who initiated
comprehensive economic planning in
western Europe after World War IL
In France he was responsible for the
successful plan designed to rebuild
and modernize that nation’s crumbled
economy.

During World War I Monnet was
the French representative on the
Inter-Allied Maritime Commission, and after the war he was deputy
secretary-general of the League of Nations (1919-23). Then, after
reorganizing his family’s brandy business, he became the European
partner of a New York investment bank in 1925.

At the start of World War Il he was made chairman of the Franco-
British Economic Co-ordination Committee. In June 1940 it was he
who suggested a Franco-British union to Winston Churchill. After the
Franco-German armistice he left for Washington, D.C., and in 1943
he was sent to Algiers to work with the Free French administration
there.

After the liberation of France, Monnet headed a government
committee to prepare a comprehensive plan for the reconstruction
and modernization of the French economy. On Jan. 11, 1947, the
Monnet Plan was adopted by the French government, and Monnet
himself was appointed commissioner-general of the National
Planning Board. In May 1950 he and Robert Schuman, then the
French foreign minister, proposed the establishment of a common
European market for coal and steel by countries willing to delegate
their powers over these industries to an independent authority. Six
countries — France, West Germany, Italy, Belgium, the Netherlands,
and Luxembourg - signed the treaty in 1951 that set up the European
Coal and Steel Community (ECSC). From 1952 to 1955 Monnet served
as the first president of the ECSC’s High Authority. The ECSC inspired
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the creation of the European Economic Community, or Common
Market, in 1957.

In 1955 Monnet organized the Action Committee for the United
States of Europe and served as its president from 1956 to 1975. In
1976 the heads of the nine Common Market governments named
Monnet a Citizen of Europe. In the same year, he published his
Mémoires (Memoirs, 1978).

The Jean Monnet actions also strive to function as a vector of
public diplomacy towards third countries, promoting EU values and
enhancing the visibility of what the European Union stands for and
what it intends to achieve.

e promote excellence in teaching and research in the field of
European Union studies worldwide;

e foster the dialogue between the academic world and society,
including local, regional, state and EU level policy-makers, civil
servants, civil society actors, representatives of the different levels of
education and of the media;

« generate knowledge and insights in support of EU policy-making
and strengthen the role of the EU within Europe and in a globalised
world;

e reach out to a wider public and spread knowledge about the EU
to the wider society (beyond academia and specialised audiences)
bringing the EU closer to the public.

The actions also strive to function as a vector for public diplomacy
towards third countries not associated to the Programme, promoting
EU values and enhancing the visibility of what the European Union
actually stands for and what it intends to achieve.

The Jean Monnet «Teaching and Research» must take one of
the following forms: Modules, Chairs, Centres of Excellence

e Modules are short teaching programmes or courses in the
field of European Union studies at offered at a higher education
institution. Each Module has a minimum duration of 40 teaching
hours per academic year for a duration of three years. Modules may
concentrate on one particular discipline in European studies or be
multidisciplinary in approach and therefore call upon the academic
input of several professors and experts. They can also take the form
of short specialised or summer programmes.

e Chairs are teaching posts with aspecialisation in European Union
studies (as described above) for university professors for a duration
of three years. A Jean Monnet Chair is held by only one professor,
who provides the minimum of 90 teaching hours per academic year.
The Chair may also have a team to support and enhance the activities
of the Chair, including the provision of additional teaching hours.

e Jean Monnet Centres of Excellence are focal points of
competence and knowledge on European Union subjects. They
should gather the expertise and competences of high-level experts
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aiming to at develop synergies between the various disciplines and
resources in European studies (as described above) as well as at
creating joint transnational activities, they also ensure openness to
civil society. Jean Monnet Centres of Excellence have a major role in
reaching out to students from faculties not normally dealing with
European Union issues as well as to policy makers, civil servants,
organised civil society and the general public at large.
